FUNCTIONAL USAGE DEFINITIONS












Organized Research (OR)












Space devoted to all research and development activities, which are sponsored by Federal and Non-Federal (state,local government or private sector) agencies and organizations, which are separately budgeted and accounted for within FRS.   Included in this category is space devoted to internally sponsored research and research training. FRS codes used for Organized Research are 5xxxxx (Federal funds) or 6xxxxx (Non-Federal funds) and 4xxxxx Research Council Awards. These FRS accounts use function 22.

Departmental Research (DR)












Space devoted to research and development activities that are not sponsored, nor separately budgeted or accounted for. Department research is funded through departmental operating accounts FRS 2xxxxx, function 11. Departmental research is also supplemented through FRS 4xxxxx, function 15.












Other Sponsored Activity (OSA)












Space devoted to programs and projects sponsored by Federal and Non-Federal agencies and organizations which involve the performance of sponsored work other than organized research, instruction, research training and departmental research.  Examples include clinical trials, educational service projects and community service programs. 












Other Institutional Activities (OIA)












Space used in conducting activities that do not correspond to any of the other listed definitions.  Examples include athletic facilities, dormitories and dining halls.  












Instruction (INST)












Space devoted to teaching, training, course curriculum development and academic advising activities.  Also included in this category is all space devoted to sponsored instruction and training activities established by grant, contract or co-operative agreements.












Animal Care Facility (ACF)












Space devoted to housing animals routinely removed from the facility for conducting research, cage washing rooms, procedure, operating, recovery, isolation and quarantine rooms for animals removed form facility for conducting research. Barns and other related structures that house farm animals maintained for departmental research, instruction, organized research, or auxiliary activities. 












Departmental Administration (DA)












Space devoted to administrative and supporting services that benefit common or joint departmental activities or objectives.












General Administration (GA)












Space devoted to general executive and administration offices of the institution, which does not relate solely to any major function of the institution.  Specifically, it is space that does not relate solely to research, instruction, other sponsored activities or other institutional activities.












Sponsored Projects Administration (SPA)












Space devoted to a separate unit established to administer sponsored projects (Federal and Non-Federal).  This category relates to the Office of Sponsored Programs and other directly related support services.












Service Centers (SC)












Space used for recharge services, specialized service facilities and service facilities. 












Operations and Maintenance/Physical Plant (OM)












Space devoted to the administration, supervision, operation, maintenance, preservation and protection of the institution's physical plant.












Student Services (SS)












Space devoted to the administration of student affairs and services to students.  Includes student activities such as admissions, register, counseling and placement services and student advisors. 












Library (LIB)












Space devoted to the operation and administration of the institution's library.  This does not include department libraries maintained and financed through departmental funds.












Auxiliary (AUX)












Space devoted to activities performed in service facilities.  Examples include athletics, dining services, health services, Jorgensen Auditorium, residential life, and student activities and union programs. 












Vacant/ Inactive (VAC)












Assignable space temporarily unused for FY 2001 (7/1/00 to 6/30/01), due to alterations or renovations and or space not assigned to an occupant.  This category only includes space that is inactive for 12 months or more.  If the space has been, vacant for part of FY 2001, use a functional category consistent with the use of the space, while it was occupied. 











Refer to the Space Survey Guidelines for vacant space resulting from a move into a new building or renovated room.  











Non-Assignable (NON)











Space devoted to public circulation and mechanical areas of the building.  Examples include corridors and hallways, lobbies, stairwells, public bathrooms, boiler rooms and electrical and telephone switching rooms.
